As a result
Goodform have been offered an extension of 3 months
until July.

It is a priority to ensure that Communication to members
improves significantly. The Interim Board understood
that steps were already in place to ensure that relevant
information was sent to members on a regular basis.

Following questions from Officials at recent Regional
Recreational Meetings and correspondence by letter and
email the Interim Board makes the following statement:

“For all officials and tutors currently involved in training it
is recognised that the work that has been carried out has
been important in this period of transition. All courses
which have been run and will conclude by April 30, 2008
will be recognised by ECB ACO. From May 1, 2008 the
new ECB ACO Level 1 course will be available. These
courses can only be run by ECB ACO approved trainers
who are members of ECB ACO.

By September 1, 2008 it is expected that all County
Boards will have a clear idea of the training needs and
the number of Officials required within their Board. The
ACO representative, the County Board or the Operational
Management Group within the Board will agree and
nominate the individuals to carry out close season
training within districts and/or existing associations.

The list of nominated trainers will be sent by the ACO
representative to the Membership Officer and will be
passed to the Education Committee for approval.”

Further statements on Education for Officials will be
made in due course

The Interim Board has considered the role of the Institute
of Cricket Umpires and Scorers (ICUS) within the sphere
of Officiating. The Board concludes that as ICUS does
not have governing body support, nor its qualifications
have QCA approval, Officials wishing to commence
training or progress within this area of the game will need
to be involved in training carried out by County Board
nominated trainers and approved by ECB ACO.
